Number of lessons: PRAYER, FASTING AND ID-UL-FITR

This pack supports the various units of the QCA (Qualifications and Curriculum Authority) Scheme of work for RE at Key Stage 2:

· Unit 2C: celebrations – generic

· Unit 5B: how do Muslims express their beliefs through practices?

· Unit 6D: what is the Qur’an and why is it important to Muslims? And also

· Unit 6B: worship and community: what is the role of the mosque?

Within this pack there are 5 sections of teacher’s notes, 5 sections of activity sheets (which are photocopiable) and books for schools CD compilation, which contains the Adhan, Qur’an recitation and Nasheeds.  
NUMBER OF LESSONS

a) The five pillars of Islam: the learning objectives for the children here are to become familiar with the five pillars of Islam and to understand that the five pillars help Muslims to be caring members of a community. 
· Children can be introduced to the pillars with a class discussion about the types of principles that guide their own lives. A list of questions has been provided to aid the teacher. 
· The aim of activity sheet 1A constructing the five pillars, is to reinforce the idea that Islam rests upon 5 pillars. A set by set guide has been given to help the children construct a model to help represent the 5 pillars of Islam.
· As a follow on activity, the children can be asked to apply what they have learnt and underline the relevant words, related to each pillar, from a word bank which is provided. More able children can be asked to do extra research on the Internet or look in books to find out more facts on any one pillar. For example, what are the names of the set actions in salah (prayer)?    
b) Salah – the five daily prayers: the learning objectives in this lesson are to understand that the five daily Salah are a central part of a Muslim’s life and to know that Muslims can offer Salah in any place; commonly in a mosque, but generally anywhere. 

· To introduce salah to the children, a whole class discussion should take place. The children can listen to a recording of the salah to give an audio experience. 
· Activity sheet 2A asks the children to cut out and arrange the pictures according to the sequence one takes before performing salah. 
· Activity sheet 2B requires the children to listen to the Nasheed ‘the crazy spots I’ve prayed’ and tick all the places they hear on the CD. The children are also required o answer a few more questions related to the CD. 

c) The moth of Ramadan: here the learning objectives are to recognise that the month of Ramadan is the ninth month of the Muslim lunar calendar, to understand that this month of fasting is welcomed as a special time of personal training through extra devotion and reading the Qur’an, to know there is an emphasis on compassion and caring for the other people and to make the connection between the two pillars of salah and sawm.  
· Scanning the sky for the Ramadan moon – after listening to the Nasheed, the children can complete the sentences, using the words from the song to help them. 

· Activity sheet 3Bii requires the children to read a passage on what activities are done during Ramadan only, outside of Ramadan or all of the time. The children must then choose from a list of words and put them on a Venn diagram.   
d) Id-ul-Fitr: the celebration of breaking the fast of Ramadan – the learning objectives for this lesson can be to know that Id is calculated by the lunar calendar and the implications of this, to understand the role of the mosque as a focal point of the Id day celebration, to be introduced to some aspects of the Imam’s role and to think about other sections of the community who cannot attend the mosque. 
· Through the mosque doors – the children should read the Khutba and then think about what a Muslim learns after listening to the Imam’s speech. 
· As a follow on activity children can answer why they think some members of the community cannot make it to the Id prayers.     
· Zakah – the welfare payment to purify: the learning objectives for this lesson can be to know that Zakah is the third pillar of Islam, to understand that giving Zakah is a way of being generous and sharing wealth and to know that giving Zakat-ul-Fitr before Id-ul-Firt is a social duty.  Here the children are posed with various scenarios and must decide who deserves to receive Zakat money. This activity also offers many avenues for discussing the issue of needs versus wants.
